FIRE FUEL TREATMENT UPDATE 
 

I t is time again for the District to continue 
with the Fire Fuel Treatment program that 

was started last year.  This project is to deal 
with the risk of wildfire encroaching on 
homes in our community.  Our area has been 
hit with an infestation of the Mountain Pine 
Beetle which has killed many pine trees 
throughout the District, making them prime 
fuel for wildfires. 

In February there was a Request For Propos-
als issued to plan and manage the Fire Fuel 
Treatment for the District.  From the re-
ceived proposals Council has awarded the 
contract to TDB Consultants Inc.  TDB has a 
lot of experience in this type of Fire Fuel 
Treatment and the proposals, prescriptions 
and reporting that has to go to our provincial 
and federal funding partners. 

One of the ways that we will keep the public 
informed is a website that will explain what 
work is going on and what the end result will 
be.  Once this site is developed, it will be 
linked to the Districts website 
(www.hudsonshope.ca).   I will also be writ-
ing a monthly update for the Bulletin and 

posting any important notices at both the 
District Office and the Post Office to ensure 
wide distribution of information. 

TDB will be looking for some local workers 
for various oportunities throughout this con-
tract.  Postings will be on the website and 
posted at the District Office and the Post Of-
fice.

B  iking season is just around the corner.  Many of us look forward to the freedom of riding 
our bikes around town, getting out on our quads and dusting off our motorcycles.  Taking 

a minute to think about safety can make the difference between a great trip and disaster. 
The most important thing that we can do to improve our chances of getting home safe is to 
make sure we are fit to ride.  This means we are not tired or distracted by things and that our 
equipment is in good repair.  !ǎ ŀƭǿŀȅǎΣ ŀƭŎƻƘƻƭ ŀƴŘ ǊƛŘƛƴƎ ŘƻƴΩǘ ƳƛȄ. Sharing the road is im-
portant.  We have cars, trucks, motorcycles, bicycles, horses and pedestrians who all share the 
road.  If we are all respectful of each other and aware of other users, it makes a safer trip for all 
concerned. 
 

Helmets are a critical part of rider safety whether we are on a bicycle, a motorcycle, or an ATV.  
In BC, you must wear a helmet when riding any bicycle or motorcycle.  Tickets can range from 
$29 to $138 for not wearing a helmet.  Besides the legal requirements, it makes sense to pro-
tect your head!!!  We also want to encourage parents to set a good example for your kids.

On 2010-02-27 police stopped a vehicle after it was observed driving erratically. The driver showed 
signs of impairment and was detained for impaired operation of a motor vehicle.

The male is sched-
uled to appear in court in April.

The 40 year old female 
Hudson's Hope resident was issued a 24 hour driving prohibition. 

The driver had lost control 
on black ice and the vehicle overturned. No one was injured. 

On 2010-03-09 police recovered a stolen computer that had been taken from Fort St John and then 
re-sold. The computer was returned to the owner. 

On 2010-03-10 police, fire, and ambulance responded to a report of a tanker truck that had over 
turned near Farrell Creek. The truck was east bound and was unable to negotiate a sharp curve due 
to speed. The driver, who was uninjured, was issued a violation ticket. 

On 2010-03-14 police received a report of a fisherman on Dinosaur Lake fishing past Gething Creek 
and trespassing near the Bennett Dam. The boater was issued a violation ticket under the Trespass 
Act. 

On 2010-03-18 police seized 4 grams of marijuana from a female Hudson's Hope resident. No 
charges are under consideration at this time. 

On 2010-03-20 police observed several youth drinking. The liquor was destroyed. One youth was on 
conditions not to drink or possess alcohol. Breach charges have been forwarded to Crown Counsel. 

Buyer beware! Police would like to let the public know to use caution when purchasing items from 
the internet, newspaper, or off of bulletin boards. If a deal sounds to good to be true then it proba-
bly is. Any items with serial numbers can be checked by local police prior to purchase to verify that 
they are not stolen. If you buy stolen goods you will most likely be out the item you bought and the 
money you spent. You could also face charges of possession of stolen property. 

As the warmer weather continues more and more people will be venturing out and taking advan-
tage of all that the Hudson's Hope area has to offer. Police would like to remind everyone to enjoy 
recreational activities safely and responsibly. Boaters should inventory their boats and ensure they 
have all of the necessary safety equipment on board as required by Transport Canada Regulations 
and that they are familiar with all fishing regulations, no fishing areas, and no trespassing areas. Po-
lice will be on the lakes this summer conducting random boat checks and enforcing fishing and tres-
passing laws.
