CQAL MEETING
bout 30 people attended the

meeting to hear about Coal
development in the region. There have
been many coal licenses issued in the
region but that does “not” mean that
they will be developed. Companies must
apply for a Notice of Work to do
exploration and they will also have to
undergo an environmental review
process. The Canadian Dehua company
has applied to undergo an environmental
review for their proposed underground
mine at Gething Creek (across the WAC
Bennett Dam).
The Peace River Regional District has
appointed Director Tim Caton to sit on
that review board and the District of
Hudson’s Hope have asked to have
Councillor, Sam Kosolowsky appointed
to that board as well. This process will

allow for input from all stakeholders
including First Nations and local
governments.

NING FOR THE FUTURE
I he District has arranged for some

of the tenure holders within our
boundaries to come and meet with us to
tell us what their plans for the next 5-10
years might be and to identify what
infrastructure we might be expected to
provide. That meeting will take place in
early February and we have invited
representatives from forestry, B.C.
Hydro, oil and gas companies, OGC, the
agricultural sector, wind power reps,
guides & outfitters, coal companies, and
trappers. By the end of that meeting we
hope to be able to have a good idea of
how to plan for our future.

municipal taxes and that includes
B.C. Hydro. The Ministry of Finance
pays grants in lieu of taxes on behalf of

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the Crown Corporations. We have
received a Grant-In-Lieu of taxes for
communities with power generating
facilities for many years. There is a
complicated formula for the dispersal of
this grant. This year the Ministry of
Finance announced increases to those
grants for 2007 with the exception of
Hudson’s Hope. We got in touch with
the Minister and were told that we have
always had a monetary cap on this grant
based on our population. After
discussions with Minister Carole Taylor,
and a written submission to her ministry,
we received some good news. We have
received a 37.5% increase in our grant
for 2007. This will take the amount to
$869,103.00. We have also been
informed that there will no longer be a
monetary cap on the District of
Hudson’s Hope.

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“Answers to your burning questions...

BACKYARD BURNING

Burning garbage and other debris outdoors may seem like a
good way of making “stuff” disappear but appearances can be
deceiving. Burning items that way can lead to several
unpleasant results...just ask those most sensitive to air pollutants — asthmatics, the
elderly and the very young. These are the people first likely to react to the airborne
pollutants, dust and ash that are inhaled when they smell smoke. In fact, whenever
anyone smells smoke, the fine particulates and gases in the smoke have been inhaled
into their lungs. The unpleasant consequences range from a runny nose, coughing
and headaches, to more serious complications such as bronchitis, asthma and other
respiratory illnesses. Burning plastics is even worse because it can release harmful
dioxins, some of which are linked to cancer.

Take the extra time to ensure you are recycling, composting and safely disposing of
your wastes — then we can all breathe easier.

WOOD BURNING

Pollution from the incorrect burning of wood can have many of the same
consequences as burning garbage — from mild irritations to severe respiratory illness.
Burning wood for heat in woodstoves can be done efficiently with minimal pollution.
Burning dry wood in a hot fire is the most efficient way to burn wood. Having green
wood slows the fire down, produces more air pollution and reduces the efficiency of
your fire, leaving less heat for you.

A key to knowing if your fire is burning efficiently is the colour of the smoke coming
from your chimney. The smoke plume should be clear or white. Blue or grey smoke
indicates that the fire is not hot enough. (For more information see A Guide to
