Security will be en-
hanced at a number of critical BC Hydro facilities across the province, including the 
W.A.C. Bennett and Peace Canyon dams. The increased security measures will be in place 
from February 1st to February 28th, 2010.  

Increased security measures at the W.A.C. Bennett Dam will include: 

¶ The closure of the W.A.C. Bennett Dam Crest Road to all traffic in both directions 
from February 1 to February 28 inclusive. 

¶ Security guards and a vehicle stop check point will be located near the entrance to 
BC Hydro property on Canyon Drive. The check point will be staffed 24 hours a day, 7 
days a week. 

The G.M. Shrum Generating Station at the Bennett Dam will be closed to all visitors dur-
ing this period. 

Increased security measures at the Peace Canyon Dam will include:
